Meeting summary for






April 19th, 2007

Bill Stuff calls meeting to order at 4:00pm

Minutes from March board meeting:  A change to the minutes from March in reference to the credit card for Tonya’s expense account needs to state “prepaid”.   A prepaid $500.00 card for office and marketing expenses was given to Tonya in March.   Please see the corrected minutes from March’s meeting attached to this.

Financials: A motion was made by Phil to hold off approving the financials until the board has had time to go over the completed financials for March and make sure that they are in order.  Bill Stuff requested that a copy of the financials be given to all board members from here on out.

A suggestion was also made that we have paychecks done and sent in a day before the payday in order to assure that we have paychecks signed and available in a timely manner.

In reference to Gail Turner who empties the garbage recepticals on the street, a suggestion was made to have her keep track of her time card through either the parking garage time clock or manually through our office.  This way we can keep certain of her time that she is submitting.  We also discussed having some seasonal clothing purchased with the BID logo on it for her.  We will see how her performance is in the next couple of months before we purchase any clothing for her.

Agenda additions: The board previewed the web design provided by Walker Design.  They have requested that Walker complete the design and then have the board take a look at it on-line.

Bill Stuff recommended that we get an exact breakdown of the tax assessments from Judy Burg so that we may inform our property owners of how much money the BID actually works with.  

A discussion was had about other cities using the “Purple People” (a street cleaning and maintenance crew)  Tonya will look into what we can do to put this program together.

Guest: Tom Wilson – Data Northwest- Tom came to discuss the tax assessements and what the BID has been up to.  His communication with the BID has been limited over the past few years and he would like to be more informed with financials and events.

Grant requests: Final request made for Jason and Jolee Kiser.  The Living Room at 614 Central Avenue is the subject property.  The grant award is for $5000 for the interior remodel and $2700 for the façade improvement.  Andrew motioned to approve the grant request and have a check cut for $7700.00.  Ike second the motion.   Motion passed.

Regular business: 

Photo copier cleaning and repair:  The photo copier that belongs to DGFA needs $450 in repair and maintenance.  The board recommended that the DGFA pay for the expenses for the repair due to the fact that BID is not using the copier at this time and the copier came into the office in this condition.

A meeting is set up with UGF, MSU, BID and GFDA to discuss the Incubator for April 24, 2007.  This meeting will determine if UGF is still interested in maintaining and operating the Incubator in the Johnson Hotel.  

New sign bids.  BID and DGFA have received bids from both Walker Design and Sign Pro.  The board was not happy with the design so we are requesting new designs for the exterior signs.  

Johnson Hotel: The fire extinguisher has expired on the 3rd floor and needs to be serviced. 

MSU/COT has requested that a lock be placed on the bathroom hallway door so that building visitors cannot come up and use it at any time.  The board approved the lock to be placed.  The fire department approved the lock as well.

The 2nd half of the basement remodel is due to the Condo Association.  This payment will be requested through JCCS this week.  The amount is for $1809.70.

City Commission visiting our office:  The city commission will be having their “Agenda Setting” meeting in our office April 25th at 3:30 pm.  All DGFA and BID board members are welcome to come.

New Fire Extinguisher : A new fire extinguisher is needed for the new office.  The board approved the purchase of the extinguisher.  

The board needs to be thinking about a new board director for the upcoming year.  Andrew Davidson’s term will be expiring in June and we need to have some ideas for nominations.
