Meeting summary for






June 19th, 2007

Bill Stuff calls meeting to order at 4:10pm

Minutes from June meeting – Tony Longin requested that a correction be made in the minutes.  In reference to the contribution to the exterior walkway in front of the B & B location on Central, the minutes state that the BID will contribute an amount of approximately $8000 and the City of Great Falls would match that.  The minutes should read that the City of Great Falls would contribute the amount of $5000 to the walkway and not a matched amount.  Ike Kaufman moved that the minutes be approved with the corrections made and Julie 2nd – motion passed.

Financials – Julie and Tonya discussed the money markets that were coming due for Heritage Bank.  Tonya was asked to check rates for other banks and report back to the board for a decision.  Ike moved that we make those inquiries, Julie 2nd – motion passed

Agenda additions: Brett Doney with GFDA joined us to discuss the idea of forming an additional BID district in the Medical and University area.  The master plan would suggest the district area be from 10th Avenue and encompass the medical and university area.  The BID board advised that these are non-profit entities that would not be able to pay into a tax assessment plan.  More discussion to take place after more information could be obtained on the specifics of benefits and assessments in this plan.  

DGFA – Heather Chamberlin was asked to come to the meeting to bring a breakdown of the expenses that are used with the $10,000 that the BID contributes to the DGFA.  This money is earmarked for marketing purposes.  This report was not ready for this meeting.  Heather advised the board that she would have this information ready for us before the July 3rd City Commission presentation where the BID would present the 2007/2008 Budget and Work plan.  (This report was given to Tonya on June 20th)

Grant approval and requests:

No grant requests at this time.  

Tonya presented the final report for the interior renovations for Diamonds by Design.  All receipts were submitted in time and the amount awarded was $1633.23.  Bill Stuff moved that the check for interior improvements be submitted to JCCS and the amount approved.  Tony Longin 2nd, Alison Fried abstained from voting because this building belongs to her.  Motion passed.

EDA report – Tonya advised the board that the 6-year performance report had arrived into our office and needs to be submitted to the EDA no later than June 28th.  The board chose to have Tonya put together the report and to include all of the information pertaining to the partnership with MSU/COT and the termination of the partnership with UGF.  Copies of the report were to be distributed to all board members once complete.

Budget and Work plan final review – 

Tony Longin moved that we approve the budget as presented, Ike Kaufman 2nd – motion passed.

Brett Doney suggested changes in the work plan to include the Business Incubator and the ongoing beautification program.  Ike Kaufman moved to approve the work plan with the suggested changes, Julie Duffy 2nd – motion passed.  

The board agreed that Tonya would do the presentation to the City Commission on July 3rd. 

Meeting adjourned to the public for board discussion in reference to Tonya’s performance review.
